Rules and Regulations

Directors

The exhibition will be selected by poet and novelist Lucy English and videopoet and arts theorist Sarah Tremlett who co-organised MIX (Merging Intermedia digital narrative conference and Liberated Words I screening at Corsham Court, Bath Spa University, July 2012.) They are also on the steering team of MIXII, 2013. 

Who can apply

The calls are open to all videopoets, writers and artists. Participation is free. Applicants must be aged 18 years or over.

The videopoems – submission criteria

·  Liberated Words II 

an open submission but must correspond in some way to the theme ‘Liberated Words’.

· 4 x 4 

A response to one of the selected poems by: 

Philip Gross, Jo Bell, Johnny Fluffypunk and Lucy English 

The poems are available on the Bristol Poetry Can and Liberated Words websites.

Submissions must be up to three minutes in length (including credits).

Up to three entries can be submitted but only one entry will be selected for the screening per applicant.

The videopoems should not be of a commercial nature (for example, television commercials).

English subtitles are required for productions using language and/or text other than English. 

Please note we are bound by the UK obscene publications act and no submissions will be accepted which contravene these guidelines.

Archive

The applicant accepts that all videos, whether selected or not for the exhibition may become part of the permanent collection of the Liberated Words archive for the purposes of research, promotional events and subsequent exhibitions. All archival applicants will be notified of their inclusion in the archive and of any further public displays of their work. All applicants will be notified if selected for either criteria. All the videos selected for the archive can be screened in any other place or event related or unrelated to Liberated Words exhibition online or offline, with exclusion of any commercial use.

Screening 


The applicant accepts that his/her own videos may be exhibited online and that works selected for screening can be screened in any other place or event related to Liberated Words online or offline, as well as other events unrelated to Liberated Words by the exhibition organisers (with notification to the applicant).

Stills

Still-frames or screenshots submitted by the applicant can be freely displayed on the Liberated Words and Poetry Can websites, mentioning title and author of artwork, and for other promotional uses in relation to the video.

Rights

All rights on videos remain the property of the author. The author asserts, under his/her own liability, the complete right of use on used materials (images, words, sounds, music) that compose the artwork; the author undertakes complete liability for any breach of copyright laws.

Submission Process

To participate please read the rules and regulations; fill out the entry form and the release form and attach an applicant resume and a jpeg still or screenshot preferably online (or by post).

If entries are viewable online for review such as at  www.youtube.com and/or download via the artist’s personal website, please include an URL http or ftp for downloading the video (i.e.: http://www.mydomain.com/myvideo.mov) and, if required, the still-frame from the video i.e.: Http://www.mydomain.com/myimage.jpg
MP4/ DVD

Ideally please send a screening quality MP4 file or PAL dvd  from a dv or computer file (Quicktime.mov, Windows Media.wmv, Windows.avi, mpeg or mpeg2 or 4 or Flash video (suggested size 720 x 576 px,  4:3 ratio) to the address below at Bath Spa University.

The maximum length of the videos must be three minutes.

Only non-interactive works can be submitted.

Please note: dvds will not be returned.

Stills

With the preview copies please submit either online or as a CDROM a best quality still-frame or screenshot jpeg from the video which may be used either in print or online. The screenshots are authorized for publication free of charge (online or offline for the promotion of the exhibition and ongoing events).

Selection Copies

Selected entrants must supply a screening quality MP4 file or PAL dvd from a dv or computer file (Quicktime.mov, Windows Media.wmv, Windows.avi, mpeg or mpeg2 or 4 or Flash video (suggested size 720 x 576 px,  4:3 ratio) to the address below at Bath Spa University.

Conditions for participation

 The artist/author must be over 18 years old.

Please note only non-interactive works can be shown.

The applicants have observed the rules and regulations concerning author’s rights
regarding the use of words, music, sounds and images protected by copyright, and that the author has received explicit authorization for the use of the aforementioned by their relative authors.

Up to three submissions can be accepted but only one will be shown in the exhibition (it is possible all three will be selected for the archive).  A new entry form and release form must be completed for each submitted work. Works authored by more than one person are admissible.

Please note that by entering into the selection process the applicant accepts the rules and regulations and consent to the use and reproduction of submitted materials, photographs or edited video highlights for documentary or promotional purposes. By submitting video works for participation in the exhibition and conference means the applicant authorises the screening of works for the cultural and promotional purposes of the exhibition organiser. 

Please make sure you have completed all the relevant forms and are aware of the rules and regulations before submitting work.
